The meeting will be held under the International Sporting Code of the FIA, the General Karting Regulations of the 
AKA and any further addendums and bulletins to the regulations.

Eligible Classes:  Cadets , Rookies , Junior National Light , Junior National Heavy , Formula JMA , Junior 
Clubman , Senior National Combined @ 150 kgs , Sportsman 100 Light , Sportsman 100 Heavy , Sportsman 100 
Super Heavy , Over 40’s (all as per 2012 WA State Rules) , Sportsman 125 Light  , Sportsman 125 Heavy (both as per 
2012 WA State Rules) , Sportsman 125 Restricted Light  , Sportsman 125 Restricted Heavy , Open Class 
 
Race Format:  Cockburn  circuit ( Gemma Rd, Henderson )          1070 m clockwise track.  
289 points system, all points count. Highest points on day is winner for day. 
Gridding: Ballot, Reverse Ballot, Highest to Front, Highest to Front. 3 Heats x 8 laps , Final x 10 laps (subject to 
change by stewards of the day) 
 
Minimum entries:  for each class is 6. Classes not subscribed by close of entries may be cancelled and monies 
refunded. Classes WILL be run co-jointly( where numbers permit) – see proposed race order.  
 
Track density:  for Cockburn circuit is 40 
 
Fees:   Seniors: $55.00 for first entry, $25.00 for subsequent entries.  
            Juniors: $45.00 for first entry, $20.00 for subsequent entries. 
 
Trophies:             1st, 2nd, and 3 rd  for all classes 
Special Prize:    For the most “Australian” decorated kart or team.   
 
Free Raffle:     All drivers and officials entered . Drawn at presentations. Must be present at draw to win. 
 
Close of entries:   Tuesday  January 24 th , 2012.  NO ENTRIES accepted on the day. Pre entries preferred  
 via AKA CM:S.  PAYMENT MUST BE MADE AT TIME OF ENTRY AS PER 2012 W.A. STATE RULES.

Special Notes: 
 
• Due to combinations of classes, drivers CANNOT enter BOTH classes that will be on track at the same time. 
• Drivers must ensure their pit crew has appropriate attire, including shoes. NO THONGS !! 
• Power not available. Cords will be removed. 
• P Plate drivers MUST be scrutineered by an official. 
• Sportsman 100 and  Over 40’s classes to run to 2012 WA State Rules.  W/C cooled entrants to run at 5 kg heavier   
   than A/C.  (Note: Kart weight increases accordingly for W/C entrants).  
• Sportsman 125 classes to run to 2012 WA State Rules. 
• Kart numbers must conform to Rule 25.13 – this includes numbers on side pods. Failure to conform will  
   result in not being lap scored correctly. 
• Head sealing nuts must be fitted to engines as per rule 1.30 (9). When engine seals are issued, competitor is to 
   fit them, but must leave the tail at full length.  
• CHECK YOUR HELMET:  DOES IT CONFIRM TO CURRENT RULES? (i.e. is it less than 10 years old?)  
• Restrictors ( CADETS / ROOKIES ) may be sealed. Must have nut fitted on exhaust. 
• No dogs, no skateboards, no bicycles, no bad manners at circuit at all. No smoking , no alcohol in pit  
  area /s at any given time.
